	Couplet Elements 
	16 lines of couplet poetry was created, with no repetition in rhyming couplet use. 
	There are 16 lines of couplet poetry, but few couplets were used a second time.

	There are fewer than 16 lines of couplet poetry and / or many similar words are used.  

	Content
Word choice

	Content – quatrain subject
	The quatrain is about the required subject. The lines follow logically and tell a story. 
	The quatrain is mostly about the required subject, and there is an attempt to be logical from one line to the next. 
	The quatrain is about the required subject but does not make sense or does not tell the story. 
	The quatrain rambles with no logical order. 

	Diction – use of creative words
	The poem accurately uses a wide variety of word choices that enhance the enjoyment of the poem. Excellent use of dictionary and thesaurus. 
	The poem uses a wide variety of word choices that enhance the enjoyment of the poem. Good use of dictionary and thesaurus. 
	The poem has some unique and creative word choices that help to create an effective poem. Some use of dictionary and thesaurus. 
	The poem has few unique and interesting choices in diction.  Little evidence of use of thesaurus or dictionary. 

	Conventions - 

Spelling – presentation 
	There are no spelling errors. Poems are neat and presentable.

	There are 2 - 4 spelling errors.  The poem is not neat or is not presentable

	Grade 8 Meter
