Poetic Devices (Poetic tools) 

Define and give an example

Imagery:  is language that creates vivid pictures and sensory impressions.  Imagery creates mental pictures to appeal to the senses and emotions. 
Figurative language: writing that contains words or phrases, called figures of speech, that are not literally true but make you see something in a new way. 

Metaphor:  is a direct comparison that speaks of one thing as if it were another thing in order to show a direct connection between the two.  
Simile:  an direct comparison that uses like or as to make the connection between two items.  
Alliteration:  the repetition of consonant sounds at the beginning of the word.  
Assonance:  the repetition of similar vowel sounds 

Onomatopoeia: a figure of speech in which a word sounds like what it means. 
Personification: A figure of speech in which human qualities are given to animals or objects. 
Rhyming  Scheme:  A pattern formed by the rhyming words within a poem.
