The history of the modern haiku dates from 1892, which established haiku as a new independent poetic form. The haiku has the division of 17 syllables into three groups of 5, 7, and 5 syllables and the inclusion of a theme.

What to write about?

Haiku-poems can describe almost anything, but you seldom find themes which are too complicated for recognition and understanding. Some of the most thrilling Haiku-poems describe daily situations in a way that gives the reader a brand new experience of a well-known situation.

Steps to Writing a Haiku 

A)Theme:

Haiku are usually based on nature.  However,
you are going to be asked to develop their own theme for their haiku ie. sports, art, music, friendship, family, etc. 

B) Dominant Impression:  

You must demonstrate an understanding of dominant 
impression by having a distinct feeling or mood but still on the same theme. 
ie. excited, loss, victory – sports

C) Pre-writing:


You are expected to utilize various types of prewriting strategies to create their haiku.  This includes: five senses chart,  webbing, brainstorming, lists, outlines, etc

D)  Use of the Thesaurus 

You will develop skills on proper use of a thesaurus, making sure that they use the correct word within context and be able to identify possible alternative words.

Your second poem is required to be a traditional haiku that focuses on nature.  There should be a dominant Impression within the poem.
